I believe that you have captured the overall thinking correctly, however, I would also state that Jordan Cove is not in
 the business of owning and operating wastewater treatment and associated facilities.  In our acquisition of the
 former Weyerhaeuser paper mill we also acquired ownership of an industrial wastewater pipeline and use of and
 maintenance responsibility for the existing ocean outfall.  Should there be an economically viable alternative to our
 current wastewater disposal approach offered by any credible party we would certainly consider.  To be clear, if the
 City or any other credible party offered wastewater treatment services that would be more economic than what
 Jordan Cove is presently paying to self-perform this work, we would seriously consider.
