CITY VOLUNTEER IN THE SPOTLIGHT - The City is fortunate to have many
dedicated volunteers. One volunteer, Luke McGriff, was recently featured in the
following article on Pacific Power’s website:

“Luke McGriff goes to work on the electrical system on weekdays and fights
crime on weekends. In fact, his friends playfully call him “Crime Dog” after
McGruff, the cartoon canine who promotes safety and crime prevention.

McGriff has been a reserve officer with Oregon’s Coos Bay Police Department
for more than 2%z years volunteering a minimum of 20 hours a month.

“l always try to do more because | enjoy it,” he explained.
“I've lived in this community my entire life, and it helps me
give back.”

As a Pacific Power journeyman estimator, McGriff's job
involves designing electrical systems to serve homes and
businesses. He works closely with others in the company —
from surveyors to engineers to substation operations.”

While full-time and volunteer duties “can be very difficult at times,” McGriff said,
“in the end, both are very rewarding.”

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VOLUNTEER COMMITTEE OPENINGS - The City is seeking volunteers to fill
positions on the following committees:

Budget Committee — Applicants must be a resident of the City of Coos Bay, and
they are appointed by the City Council for three-year terms. The meetings are held
mid-April and possibly the first week of May at 7:00 p.m. There are currently two
openings on the Budget Committee.

Planning Commission — The Planning Commission consists of seven members and
provides comprehensive planning services for the City Council. Applicants must be a
City resident of Coos Bay for at least one year prior to appointment; one member
may reside outside the city limits if the person owns property within the City.
Appointments are made by the City Council for four-year terms. The Planning
Commission meets on the 2" Tuesday of the month at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall. There
are currently three openings on the Planning Commission.
